In the event of substantial amendments, the contracting authority shall extend the period for the submission of tenders.

	Amendments to and withdrawal of tender 
The tenderer may withdraw the tender, supplement it or exchange it until the expiry of the period for the submission of tenders, in which case the contracting authority is not entitled to encash the bid bond. After the expiry of the period for the submission of tenders, the tenderer is no longer allowed to amend the tender, to supplement it or to exchange it, and the contracting authority is not allowed to take it over. 	Exclusion factors
Prior to opening of the tenders:

	Closing of procedure, rejection of all tenders 
The contracting authority may at any time prior to the expiry of the period for the opening of tenders close the tender procedure. This decision shall be published on the public procurement portal. The tenders already submitted shall be returned unopened to the senders, who shall be at the same time informed about the closing of the tender procedure.
The contracting authority may during all stages of the procedure after the expiry of the period for the opening of tenders reject all tenders. If all the tenders are rejected by the contracting authority, it has immediately to inform in writing all the tenderers who submitted a tender about the reasons why no tender was selected and about its decision whether a new procedure is to be started.

	Changes in the scope of the contract 
The contracting authority reserves the right to any changes in the scope of the contract, depending on available financial resources and actual requirements.

	Negotiations
If necessary due to available financial resources, the contracting authority shall engage in negotiations concerning the tender price with all the tenderers who had submitted a tender. The time and place for negotiations shall be sent by e-mail to the contact person of each tenderer. 
For negotiations, the tenderer must provide a power of attorney which unmistakably shows that the tenderer’s representative is allowed to negotiate with the contracting authority.

	Signing of the contract
The selected tenderer must sign the contract within eight (8) days following the call of the contracting authority to sign the contract. 

The contract shall enter into force on the day when signed by the last of the contracting parties. 

Should the selected tenderer not sign the contract, the contracting authority shall encash the bid bond.

	Possibility of review and method of submitting requests for review
In compliance with the Auditing of Public Procurement Procedures Act (ZRPJN-UPB5, Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia no. 94/2007) a request for review may be submitted by any person who has or had an interest in the award of the contract, and who is or who could be damaged because of the actions of the contracting authority. A request for review may be submitted at all stages of the tendering procedure, against any action of the contracting authority, unless the act governing the award of public tenders and the Auditing of Public Procurement Procedures Act provide otherwise. After the decision on the award of the contract has been made, the deadline for the submission of requests for review is ten days from receipt of the notification of award.     

The review of award procedure is subject to the Auditing of Public Procurement Procedures Act. 

Any request for review must be substantiated. The applicant must submit the request for review in duplicate. The applicant also informs the Ministry of Finance with a copy of the request for review. The request for review is to be sent by registered mail with advice of receipt, or in electronic form if certified by qualified certificate. The applicant must provide in his request for review the following information:
a) Name of the applicant submitting the request for review and contact person;

b) Name of contracting authority;

c) Public contract or award decision or decision recognising competencies;
d) Breaches;

e) Facts and evidences proving breaches;

I. SUBJECT MATTER AND SCOPE OF CONTRACTED WORK 
Article 1

The contractor has been selected on the basis of the contract award procedure in compliance with Article 30 of the Public Procurement Act (ZJN-2B) (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, no. 19/2010), commenced by resolution of the director on 21 October 2010, as the most favourable contractor for: »Purchase of a 200 KVA/160 KW mobile generator set with a lorry for film production«.

Article 2

The contractor undertakes to carry out the contracted work in the scope and in compliance with:

· the contract notice and the tender documents, 
· all other documents received by the contractor at publication of notice, or attached to his tender, constituting an integral part of this contract. 
II. DEADLINE FOR THE SUPPLY OF GOODS AND TAKEOVER OF GOODS 
Article 3

The contractor undertakes to commence work being subject matter of this contract immediately after signing the contract, and to complete the supply of the goods no later than within 120 days after conclusion of the contract. 

If the supply of goods is not completed within the contractual deadline stated in paragraph 1 of this article by fault of the contractor as a result of which the contractor is in default, except in cases of force majeure, the contractor is liable to pay to the contracting authority liquidated damages. Liquidated damages shall amount to 0.6 ‰ (per thousand) of the contractual value of the goods under this contract, for each initial day of the default, however, not more than 10% (per cent) of the total contractual value. The contractor is in default on the first day following the expiry of the contractually agreed deadline for the supply of goods to the premises of the contracting authority. 

If the contractor defaults the supply of goods for more than 50 days, it is deemed that the contract was terminated. The contracting authority may at its own judgment and decision award to the contractor sufficient additional time for the supply of goods, if it deems it right, however, it is not bound to do so.  
The contractor is bound to pay liquidated damages no later than 8 days following the termination of the contract or on the day of the takeover of the subject matter of the contract. 

Article 4

The contractor shall fulfil his contractual obligation, i.e. the delivery of »A 200 KVA/160 KW MOBILE GENERATOR SET WITH A LORRY FOR FILM PRODUCTION«, when the contracting authority is informed in writing that the goods have been delivered to the premises of the contracting authority and are ready to be taken over, that the goods have all technical characteristics required in the technical specifications, that the goods have all documents and equipment necessary for registration, as well as technical documents and instructions, indemnity bonds as well as a list of authorised service centres.   
The takeover shall be done by the contracting authority no later than two days following the written notice of the contractor that the goods are ready to be taken over, and that liquidated damages were paid, if the contractor had been in default. Both conditions must be met cumulatively, which means that if one of both of the conditions is not met, the contracting authority is not bound to take over the vehicle. 

At the takeover the contracting authority and the contractor shall sign a takeover protocol and initial all documents attached to it.

The warranty period for servicing and reaction time for the service are stated in the bid documents which constitute an integral part of this contract, and were accepted by both contracting parties. The warranty periods start on the day when the contracting authority signs the takeover protocol.
